Susanne Rea, Past President of the Rotary Club of 

Cairns Sunrise Queensland, Australia, contacted polio 

as a four-year-old but was fortunate to have made a 

complete recovery. She booked an eight-country tour 

and carried the flame from India to SŁo Paulo as well as 

many other places.

On 24th May Past 

District Governor, 

Gordon McGlone, spoke 

about Sand Dams, their  

use worldwide, even in Roman 

times. He stressed the 

importance of both Sand and 

Water. As a member of the 

Wirksworth Club and their 

Aquabox Charity this had particular relevance.  

Sand Dams are the most cost-effective form of rainwater   

 harvesting and provide communities with a clean, local    

     and reliable source of water ï even during periods of  

    drought. Communities are then able to invest this time     

    in protecting their land from erosion and investing in  

   climate smart agriculture. 

   A Sand Dam is a steel reinforced concrete (or technically   

   speaking, rubble stone masonry) wall built across a  

   seasonal sandy riverbed.  
   Sand Dams are not only cost-effective but last 50 years.
